He is Co-Editor of
Science & Global Security, an international journal of technical analysis for arms control, disarmament and nonproliferation policy.

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On September 26, 1983, Lt. Colonel Stanislav Petrov was the commanding officer on duty at
a Soviet early warning center when the system reported the launch of five U.S. nuclear
missiles toward the Soviet Union. Procedures called for Soviet missiles to be kept on hair
trigger alert, ready to be launched before the incoming missiles hit the ground, giving only
minutes to assess the situation and make a launch decision. Ultimately, Petrov overruled the
system's warning—despite the fact that the tests showed the sensors to be working
correctly—deciding that it was a false alarm and that the Soviet Union should not launch a

response.
