Helps Maximize Our Electoral
Impact for Peace

In 1995, CFPA pioneered Peace Voter to
maximize our electoral impact for peace in a
nonpartisan way. Since then, our highly
successful elements to use in targeted races
have included Candidate Briefings by CFPA
experts and leaders for major party
candidates, candidate questionnaires, and
Peace Voter Guides distributed online and
as half page signature ads in newspapers.
CFPA's Peace Voter Campaign has become
a model for groups across the nation.

This year, despite the challenges of the
pandemic, CFPA has so far conducted three
Candidate Briefings (including the two top
Democratic candidates in NJ District 2),
received completed questionnaires back,
and is now distributing our first video of a
candidate briefing.
